ENDORSES FOUR CANDIDATES FOR L.A. CITY COUNCIL


LOS ANGELES, Calif. – The Los Angeles League of Conservation Voters, the county-wide political action organization dedicated to supporting candidates and ballot measures that protect the environment, today announced their endorsements of Janice Hahn, Jan Perry, Ed Reyes, and Eric Garcetti for the Los Angeles City Council.


“We are pleased to endorse these four candidates who have proven records of commitment to urban renewal through environmental policymaking and advocacy,” said LALCV President Andi Liebenbaum.  “LALCV looks forward to additional progress in environmental programs, practices and efforts at the LA City Council with these four very capable members on board.”


Janice Hahn was endorsed for her efforts to preserve and enhance open space and recreation facilities in the 15th council district by including the acquisition of $4.5 million in Proposition 40 funds for two projects in the L.A. Harbor area and $1.6 million for two projects in Watts.  She was also recognized for her efforts to bring community input and oversight to the operations of the harbor.  “Janice Hahn has worked hard in the 15th District, listening to community residents and empowering community leaders.  Her work in the Wilmington and San Pedro areas on behalf of her constituents has been tremendous,” said Liebenbaum.


Jan Perry received the League’s endorsement for her work as Chair of the Environmental Quality and Waste Management Committee, as well as for her efforts to enhance urban forestry programs in the City.  She was also co-author of and advocate for Proposition O, recently approved by L.A. Voters, which will make funds available to keep pollutants and bacteria from flowing into local rivers and beaches.  “Jan Perry has been a staunch and determined advocate for the environment and for environmental justice issues,” added Liebenbaum.  “Her dedication to increasing green space is evidenced by the fact that during her first term she successfully “greened” eight parks in the 9th Council District.”  


The League also has endorsed its own Environmental Champion Ed Reyes, who represents Los Angeles’ 1st Council District.  “It is a pleasure to endorse Councilmember Reyes, particularly for his work as Chairman of the Ad Hoc Committee on the Los Angles River.  Through his efforts, we believe this once-ignored waterway is on the road to becoming a priceless community resource again.”  The League noted that Councilmember Reyes has also directed city departments to work with county agencies to begin developing a regional watershed plan, positioning the city for Proposition 50 funds which could be used to improve water quality, protect coastal wetlands, and ensure safe drinking water for all Angelinos.


Eric Garcetti also was endorsed by the League for his work in the 13th District.  Garcetti pushed the Los Angeles Department of Water and Power to adopt a Renewable Portfolio Standard that would not include pre-existing and polluting sources of energy generation, led the successful call for the adoption of Green Building Standards for city buildings, and chaired the task force that led to the development of the Neighborhood Land Trust.  “Eric Garcetti has achieved an impressive list of environmental accomplishments for his district and the city, and we are delighted to endorse him for re-election,” stated Liebenbaum.


In its 22-year history, the Los Angeles League of Conservation Voters has helped to elect more than 100 environmental leaders to local offices in Los Angeles County.
